Medina, Ohio, May 21, 2004 – The Medina County Board of Mental Retardation and Developmental Disabilities is pleased to present the 2004 Marion Stroud Memorial Scholarship.
The scholarship, which is awarded by the Medina County Board of MRDD Donated Funds Committee, was established in honor of Dr. Marion Stroud.  Dr. Stroud dedicated much of her personal and professional life advocating for the rights of people with mental retardation and developmental disabilities. WINGS  (Working with Individuals Needing Guidance and Support) is a youth program aimed at students that are interested in pursuing a career within the field of MRDD.  Organized as a Venture Crew of the Boy Scouts of America, WINGS provides students the opportunity for career exploration and volunteerism with developmentally disabled individuals.
As the sister to two brothers with disabilities, Ashley’s dedication began as a young child. Along with her association in WINGS, Ashley is also an award winning softball player, a member of the Ohio Pinto Horse Associati8on and the 4-H Club.  She has been recognized two years in Who’s Who Among American Students and has received the Presidential Award for High School Students.  She is an honor student and is 1 of 7 (out of 1500 applicants) that has been pre-accepted into the Special Education program at Ohio University.
